PROLIFE NEWS IN THE U.S.

Alamaba:

Voters passed Amendment 2, referred to as a
“trigger law.” According to the Montgomery Adver-
tiser, “Amendment 2 essentially declares Alabama a
‘pro-life’ state, affirming that it is ‘the public policy
of this state to recognize and support the sanctity of
unborn life and the rights of unborn children."” It
would go into effect should the Roe v.

Wade decision legalizing abortion nationwide ever
be overturned.

West Virginia:

Voters passed Amendment 1, a Constitutional
Amendment which “clarifies that nothing in the
state constitution 'protects a right to abortion or
requires the funding of abortion."" The amendment
would allow lawmakers to restrict or outlaw state
funding for Medicaid abortions.
