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Last week the gospel imagery was all about sheep and shepherds about 

which I knew something from growing up on a farm. This week it is all vines 

and vineyards about which I am ignorant except for the odd glass of red! 

There are no vineyards in Ireland, though it seems ever more in California. 

When you see the maple leaf you think Canada, the shamrock, Ireland; for 

Israel it is the grapevine. This comes from the scriptures where Israel was 

pictured as the vineyard with God, as the owner and vine dresser. Some-

Ɵmes, through sin, they bore biƩer fruit, sour grapes, and God had to start 

over and renew the vineyard. 

Jesus uses the metaphor to speak of the spiritual connecƟon with him and how to bear fruit in the world. 

“Just as a branch cannot bear fruit on its own, unless it remains on the vine, so neither can you unless you 

remain in me, I am the vine, you are the branches” 

Here the image is used to emphasize the importance of ‘remaining in Him,’ some translaƟons use ‘abide’ or 

‘stay’ for remain. On a recent sick call the paƟent said, “this is my sister, she has come to stay with me.” To 

stay or remain with someone is to be present to them, to accompany them. The Gospel invites us into this 

relaƟonship of presence and accompaniment with the person of Jesus. It says we do that through prayer, His 

Word and keeping His commandments. 

We are seeking to build a culture of prayer, of remaining in Jesus, here in our parish. One way we do that is 

through our three prayer conversaƟons in small groups, and we are currently ready to launch a new round of 

those. We will have sign ups at masses or just let us know at the office if you can join us. Of prayer Jesus 

makes the extraordinary promise: “if you remain in me, and my words remain in you, ask whatever you want 

and it will be done for you.”
